With the promulgation of the Hexavalent Chromium standard in construction, 29 CFR 1926.1126, airborne exposures to Chromium VI were excluded from consideration.  A new compliance directive from OSHA now requires assessment of dermal contact exposures.  This presentation will discuss the issues surrounding portland cement and hexavalent chromium exposures in construction.
