1.  Welcome – Jeff Rozak, AIHA Chicago Section President

Introductions by each Board Member

2. Secretary’s Report – Leslie Peterson 

June 2001 planning meeting minutes  - approved as is.

3. Treasurer’s Report - Jeff Chennault

a. As of 10/10/01 the Section has $15,000 in checking and $19,000 in a money market account.  After a discussion of options and returns for the money market account, it was decided to stay with our current plan.

b. Membership dues invoices have been mailed out; approximately 75% of the members have already returned their dues (6 invoices returned in the mail).

c. Vendors Symposium (11/1/01) – approximately ½ the vendors submitted payment for booths.

d. The State of Illinois General Not for Profit Annual Report was received and was passed around to the Board for officer and board member signatures as required.

4. Program Committee – Robert Safe

a. Sept. 12, 2001 - ACGIH/AIHA Litigation (Dinner

Meeting; Berghoff, Chicago).  Cancelled due to the Sept. 11 incidents.

b. Oct. 10, 2001 - Toxicology (1/2 day seminar; UIC - Oak Brook).  Coordinators:  Mary Ellen Kut, Leslie Nickels (UIC), Felix Gallo.  Seminar was well attended – approximately 50 people attended the seminar.

c. Nov. 1, 2001 - Health & Safety Vendor Symposium (1/2 day seminar; Indian

Lakes CC, Bloomingdale). Coordinators:  Jeff Chennault, Aaron Jacobs, Carl Nigrin, Christine Petitti.  Symposium is all set.  Flyers were received in the mail this week.  Board meeting will be held after the Symposium at 6:30 pm.

There was a discussion of changing this meeting from a dinner meeting to a ½ day seminar due to the timeliness of the subject.  The decision was made to keep the meeting a dinner meeting.

5. Government Affairs Committee

6. Web Committee

Looking for a volunteer – Jeff Rozak has been the web coordinator for some time now and is looking for a volunteer to take over coordination.

A suggestion was made to post a roster of seminar attendees on the web site as proof of attendance for CM purposes.  Jeff Rozak will coordinate.

We will be changing Internet service providers in November 2001 due to quality and pricing ($175/year versus $220/year).

7. Publicity/Outreach Committee

8. Nominating Committee

Jeff Chennault stated that he is resigning as an officer of the Chicago Section at the end of the 2001-2002 term.  There was a discussion of the proper procedure to nominate someone for the VP office.  It is believed that the current Bylaws state that when an officer resigns from their position, the Board of Directors can elect a new officer to fill in the position until the next annual election meeting.  Robert Safe will review the Bylaws for our next annual election meeting in April 2002.

9. Membership Committee

There are currently 319 members in our database – 75% have returned this year’s annual dues.  Sara Gibson will send email reminders to those who have not paid their dues yet.

A suggestion was made to have the annual membership directory be made electronically to members (by email and on our web site).  Jeff Rozak will look into this project and provide an update at the next meeting.

10. New Business

a. A motion was passed earlier this year to raise the cost of dinner meetings to $30 (members) and $35 (non-members).

b. Eugene Satrun would like to address the board and discuss co-sponsoring future Joint Safety Conferences that were previously sponsored by the NE IL Chapter of ASSE and the local OSHA offices.

c. The Chicago Section list of committee names and members needs to be updated.  Jeff Rozak will start compiling the list.

d. The Chicago section previously donated $1000 to ACGIH to help offset the legal fees associated with current lawsuits.  The donation was very well received by national AIHA and ACGIH.  Are there any other ideas for donations? 

e. AIHA Chicago Section shirts. It was decided to use the national AIHA logo. Polo shirts are approximately $26 @ and long sleeve T-shirts are approximately $17 @.  Ken Erickson will get a few made as raffle items for the vendor symposium.

f. The AIHA Awards Committee needs nominations by December 31, 2001.  These are the awards that are given at the national conference each year.
