                    PROGRAM WITH AN ERGONOMICS CASE HISTORY��Speaker:  Ronald H. Hill, CIH, CSP - Commodore Advanced Sciences, Inc.��This presentation will focus on showing a return on investment for H&S programs, using an ergonomics case history. A H&S Manager must demonstrate the value of H&S in business and dollar terms for the program to be enthusiastically supported by executive management. The traditional method of evaluating the costs associated with a lost-time injury will be reviewed to show direct and indirect dollar losses, such as medical costs, lost time, lost production, and training of replacement workers. OSHA illness and injury statistics will be briefly reviewed in terms of evaluating a H&S program against Bureau of Labor Statistics annual compilations. Workers' Compensation (WC) insurance premiums will be discussed, including rates based on per cent of payroll, actual vs. expected losses, and experience modification rate. Cost of an ergonomics case history will be used as an example to show dollar returns of an effective loss prevention program.�
