 President’s Report

AIHA Fellowship Nominations
· Nominees must be a local section member in good standing for 15 years and have made recognized contributions to industrial hygiene or related disciplines, either through research, leadership, publications, education, or service to AIHA.
· Dr. Neil Zimmerman has been nominated by the student section.
· Chicago section can nominate two candidates independent of Dr. Zimmerman.
· Michael Rosenow nominates Jim Woodring.  Fred Tremmel seconds the nomination.

· Anita Chaudhari suggests considering Kevin Aikman for a nomination.

· Nominations due by December 31, 2009.

Secretary Report
· Minutes from the September 16, 2009 meeting approved by the board.  
· Adjusted minutes will be sent out the Friday prior to the next board meeting.
Treasurers & Budget Report
· Checking account balance: $14,022.36.  Scudder account balance $23,298.23.
· September Forensic Microscopy dinner meeting had 3 no shows and a net profit of $184.00.
· October ½ day seminar on Preparing for Pandemics had 49 attendees and only 1 no show.  The net profit for the event was $2,164.00
· Discussion on transferring funds from Scudder
· Scudder is not FDIC insured and last month section paid $8 in fees while recognizing a return on investment of only .85, which works out to a 0.04% annual return.
· Decision was made by board to close Scudder account and put in Chase Savings, which is FDIC insured.
Education Program 
· Report on Chicagoland Safety and Health Conference
· Rod Harvey reports that given the economic climate the meeting was considered a success.  Final revenue and attendance results will be available following the final Chicagoland Safety and Health Committee Meeting.
· Overall attendance expected to be slightly lower then last year.

· Rod Harvey stressed the importance of having two members of the local section on the Chicagoland Safety and Health Committee.
· Anita Chaudhari (currently on committee) suggested that a minimum of one board member be on the committee and ideally 3 representatives total due to the time in getting speakers lined up.

· Report on Pandemic PDC (Hall Galvan)
· Rita Galvan stated that 49 people attended the event and feedback from attendees on the choice of speakers was overwhelmingly positive.
· Status of Toxicology – Emerging Issues (Cali, Brantl, Tremmel)
· As of November 6, 2009 there were 29 registered attendees.

· A 2% discount will be provided to EPA attendees to write checks.

· Rita Galvan reserved 2 shuffleboards, pool tables, and dart boards at a cost of $72 to the local section.

· Status of Student Night (Tremmel, Brantl, Klein, Chaudhari, Galvan)
· Date is set for February 24th at the William Tell Restaurant in Countryside, IL.
· Fred Tremmel stated that the following schools are aware of the dates and times for student night:  Purdue University, Illinois State University, Northern Illinois University, and University of Illinois Chicago.

· Trinkets will be needed to fill goody bags for approximately 40 people.

· The dinner meeting will consist of 4 speakers from different job specific industries, including government, insurance, industry, and consulting. Each speaker will be given 10-15 minutes.

· Speakers to include Sheila Hall - OSHA, a representative from Liberty Mutual Insurance, Fred Tremmel – BP, and a member of a consulting firm.
