 President’s Report

Response to LIH questionnaire
· Rob Rottersman stated the board of directors approved the letter to the IEPA with a unanimous vote.
· Robin Coyne emphasized the importance of maintaining the LIH license and discussed all the initial efforts that went into creating the LIH designation.

Chicago Safety and Health Conference

· John Davis suggested that the board find two volunteers or designate two local section members to serve on the Chicago safety and health planning committee.

· Anita Chaudhari intends to stay on the committee.  
· Anita also volunteered to pick up our tabletop booth from Raeco so that it can be used at the conference.

· Rob Rottersman stated he will send out an email to the board to see if there is any interest from board members in volunteering for committee.
· There were no applications received requesting the Health and Safety Conference scholarship.

National Recruitment Campaign

· Rob Rottersman stated that there is a big push to get Steve Lacey more involved in promoting national membership at the Chicago local section meetings.

· Steve Lacey took a few minutes during dinner meeting to highlight the benefits and importance of being an active member of the national AIHA.

Student Support

· Rob Rottersman mentioned that the National AIHA conducted a study into contribution local sections have made to students and found that the Chicago section has donated the most out of any section since 1994.

· National AIHA did also mention that there were a couple of other local sections right behind us.
AIHA Chicago Logo
· The new Chicago logo submitted for approval by Jacob Persky was denied by nationals.
· Board members applauded the effort Jacob put forth.

Fellowship Award
· Rob Rottersman encouraged board members to think about potential nominations.
· Rob stated the nomination process includes digging up the candidates entire professional background, which means you should be very close to the potential nominee.
    
Secretary Report
· Minutes from the June 30, 2009 meeting approved by the board.  
· Adjusted minutes will be sent out the Friday prior to the next board meeting.
Treasurers & Budget Report
· Checking account balance: $12,148.58.  Scudder account balance $23,296.68.
· Discussion on separating the budgets for the dinner and PDC meetings.
· Board does not feel it necessary to separate budgets.  Rob Rottersman requests that the budget be updated as we progress through the year to reflect net gain/loss from each meeting.
· Jeff Chennault met with an accountant to discuss current financials.  Accountant suggested that Jeff perform a compilation, which is a process where Jeff runs the numbers and the accountant runs the numbers to make sure that both figures match.  Goal was to compile all of the financial records from the 2007 and 2008 fiscal years.  Jeff stated that 2007 was the only incomplete year in terms of our record keeping due to the switch over to Quick Books.
· Jeff stated that the records were not complete for 2007 so the budget could not be properly balanced.  Record discrepancy was partly due to the fact that Kevin Aikman used an accrual method to maintain records and Jeff Chennault used a cash method.
· Accountant stated that local section is doing a good job of keeping its financial records in order.
· Accountant and Jeff were able to come up with the exact same numbers for 2008 fiscal year.
· Rob Rottersman stated that he will provide information to the local membership, which will include a cover letter from the accountant.
· Accountant charged a $250.00 fee for compilation of records.  The price quoted for completing taxes was $500.00.  Jeff stated he will continue to take care of taxes himself.
· Jeff Chennault stated that the Scudder account made only .70 in interest last month.  Jeff proposed meeting with Eugene Satrun to transfer money to the Chase account.
· Board suggests that Jeff meet with Eugene to discuss options and then present a proposal for what actions the board should take at the next meeting.
· Jeff Chennault motions that all four officers have authority to access checking account.  Rod Harvey seconds motion.  Motion approved.
· Jeff Chennault requests that board pay for end of year tax work.  Jeff would like to outsource work at years end.
· Tax work discussion tabled to budget committee.  Committee will determine actual cost to prepare taxes and board will vote on at next meeting.
Education Program
· Rod Harvey stated that approximately 25 people attended the feedback on ethics teleweb meetings held at Motorola and Argonne.
· Pandemics 1/2day PDC will be held 10/23/2009 at the Morton Arboretum.

· Rita Galvan stated that all speakers were confirmed and that all speaker bio information would be collected by 9/18/2009.

· Jacob Persky will compile an email with details of the event and then configure and distribute meeting information through memberclicks.

·  The head organizer of the event will be the MC for the meeting.

· Toxicology – Emerging Issues
· Salvatore Cali stated that we have a room available at the US EPA.

· All present board members agreed on both the location and the price.

· SRA will be co-hosting the event and plans on taking care of organizing the meals.  Chicago AIHA will be responsible for collecting meeting fee.
