 President’s Report

Election Results – Ballot conducted via memberclicks

· David Regelbrugge was elected president.
· Jeff Chennault was elected treasurer.

· Anders Abelmann, Frank Disori, Mark Roberts, and Kurtis Salter were elected as board members.

· Fred Tremmel and Jim Woodring both received AIHA Fellow Awards.
· National AIHA is considering a reduction in the number of total board members in an attempt to streamline some processes.

· Rob Rottersman suggests that we evaluate their proposal at the June planning meeting and determine if the local section should consider similar changes.

AIHA Local Section Summit was held March 18 – March 20th in Fairfax, VA.

· Melissa Ling attended the event and was asked to provide a local membership perspective.  There weren’t any Chicago board members or officers present since local section was not invited to participate.

· A summary conference call is scheduled for April 15th at 11:30 am.  Rob Rottersman and Rod Harvey will participate in the call.  Contact Rob if you are interested in participating.
·  Memberclicks cost increased from $45.86 to $65.20 per month.  Cost increase is due to some local sections canceling the service, which resulted in a reduced discount.
· Chicago section will continue to use memberclicks due to the amount of time invested in the service and the increased membership and communication benefits that have resulted from use of the service.
· Jeff Chennault followed up with National AIHA regarding the memberclicks cost increase and Nationals stated they will not pursue getting the monthly cost reduced. 

Purdue requested a review of the funding structure for student attendance at AIHce
· A Purdue representative stated that the number of students requesting to attend the show has gone up while the local section donation level of $1500.00 has stayed the same for several years.
· Board agreed that the Chicago section donation was not intended as a sole source of funding to allow for student attendance.

· Donation level discussion will be revisited during the June planning meeting.

AIHA Chicago section reception at Denver AIHce conference

· $500 has been budgeted for the event.

· Salvatore Cali mentioned he would ask Marilyn with UIC if she was willing to assist.

Secretary Report (Sean Brantl)
· Minutes from the February 24, 2010 meeting approved by the board.  
Treasurers  & Budget Report (Jeff Chennault)
· Checking account balance: $3,968.58.  Savings account balance $33,303.36
· All money has been transferred out of Scudder account.
· Currently have a net gain of $402.05 for the 2010 fiscal year 
· Noise engineering webinar has a net profit of $286.30
· March ½ day seminar incurred a loss of $316.48
· Budget has been adjusted to reflect the new monthly memberclicks charge of $65.20.
Education Program (Rod Harvey)

March ½ day PDC (Ruthe, Persky, Harvey, & Chaudhari)

· The location was well received and free.
· Two of the four scheduled speakers canceled approximately 45 minutes prior to the start of the event.  Due to the reduced number of speakers Rob Rottersman waived the attendance fee.

· Michael Rosenow mentioned he felt there should have been a partial charge for attending the event.  John Davis seconded Michael’s thoughts.  Remainder of board agreed with Rob and felt that waiving the fee in this situation was right decision.

· Kim Ruthe reported that one speaker was unable to attend due to children being sick.

· Eugene Satrun volunteered to be an on call speaker.

· Jacob Persky suggested obtaining speaker slides 24 hours in advance of event as a way of verifying speaker will be present.

May Tour (Filip, Rosenow)

· Michael Rosenow said you can feel free to drop off some personal electronic devices for disposal.  

· Michael also stated that members who plan on attending should bring safety glasses and a hardhat.  Steel toe shoes are not required.

· Agenda for the plant tour is finalized.  

· Glenn Filip stated that attendees will be broken into groups of 8-10 people.  Day will start with an information session followed by the plant tour.
