 President’s Report

· Rob Rottersman (on behalf of the board) and Michael Rosenow wrote letters supporting Neil Zimmerman’s nomination.

· Fred Tremmel stated that if nominated he would be sure to get a clean shave and some fresh underwear.

Treasurers  & Budget Report
· Checking account balance: $22,098.66, Savings account balance $10,000.00, Scudder account balance approximately $13,300.
· Current balances and 2009-2010 budget numbers will be sent to board along with minutes.
· Currently $1,000 in the black when compared against estimated budget year to date.
· National has stated that locals section should have 3 times operational budget on-hand.
· Section started year with approximately 4 times the operating budget.
· Income totaling $6,223.00 was received from the Chicagoland Safety and Health Conference.
· Donations and allocations
· Foundation Scholarship (budget $4,000.00)
· AIHce Student Travel (budget $4,500.00)
· Student Night posters (budget $800.00)
· Student Night loss on subsidized meals (budget $1,000).
· Rod Harvey moved to spend budgeted funds.  Michael Rosenow seconds the motion.  Motion passes.
· At June planning meeting board will evaluate budget against scholarships to determine if allocated donations should go up or stay the same.
Education Program (Rod Harvey)
· Feedback report on Chicagoland Safety and Health Conference (Rosenow & Chaudhari)
· Rod Harvey reports that time commitment for members of the committee is about 2 hours once per month.

·  Kevin Aikman is still holding his position.
· Michael Rosenow volunteered to help transition members into a committee role if anyone is interested.
· Abe Villegas was suggested as a possible committee member.

· Report on Toxicology Seminar (Salvatore Cali)
· Salvatore Cali reports that feedback was positive for the most part.
· Sal reported that the speakers were very good, but it was difficult to confirm their attendance and get topic outlines prior to the meeting.
· Sal will provide Rob Rottersman with thank you notes along with books for the speakers.
· Noise Engineering PDC/Webinar (Tremmel & Dobby)
· Fred Tremmel stated that all preparations have been made for the webinar.
· Fred will test the link before the webinar.

· Fred stated that the limit for the reserved room is 40 people and that we have already signed up enough attendees to break even.

· Kim Ruthe suggested providing flash drives to attendees with program notes instead of printed notes.  Kim will check on cost of flash drives with the AIHA logo imprinted on them.

· Student Night (Tremmel, Brantl, Klein, Chuddar, & Galvan)
· Speakers are all lined up.
· Invitations have been sent to Universities.

· Fred will follow-up next week to get a rough head count so we can provide it to William Tell.

· Invitation to membership to be sent out by next week through memberclicks.
· Event will be in the Cornell Room of the William Tell restaurant.

· Raeco and ENVIRON have volunteered to donate $100 in gift cards.

· All donations will be acknowledged at student night.

· Fred Tremmel stated that we still need additional trinkets for student gift bags.
· Fred stated that we are still looking for 3 poster judges.  Anita and Dave volunteered to find judges.  Once judges are identified Jacob will create special badges identifying judges.  Badges come at the request of feedback from students at previous student nights.
· March ½ day PDC (Ruthe, Persky, Harvey, & Chaudhari)
· Kim Ruthe has confirmed location will be JC Restoration in Rolling Meadows.
· Kim is still working on confirming speakers.  Kim will put together a conference call with other committee members to work through details.

· May Tour (Filip, Rosenow, & Pavlik)

· Underwriters Lab no longer an option due to group size.  Location should be taken under consideration again for next year.

· Rod Harvey suggested the Chicago Art museum as an alternative.  Rod has a contact at the museum and will check on availability.

· Other options include OSHA Training Institute (Sheila Hall point of contact) and Sims Recycling (Michael Rosenow point of contact).
Outreach Committee (Regelbrugge)
· Dave Regelbrugge sent out letter to all universities with a career counselor.  A poster went along with the letter.
· Rob Rottersman received an email from Benedictine University requesting that he provide a short presentation on the industrial hygiene profession.
